Following the given logic, the h u-
miliated and crucified Messiah of Christians is a glorification of hu-
miliation of the Jews of times of Roman Empire. What they have
made with Jesus was reflection of, how his first (and later xRoman)
followers felt themselves.

The death of Jesus in the Gospel of Mark is much more painful,
human, and realistic than in other Gospels. Jesus on the cross does
not victorious songs as the Cantabrians described by Marcus did.
